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POLICY 

Acquisition and Installation of New Fixed 
Equipment or Replacement of Current 
Fixed Equipment  

Purpose 

The Non-Hospital Medical and Surgical Facilities Accreditation Program (NHMSFAP) 
Committee is responsible for establishing accreditation standards, policies, rules, procedures 
and guidelines for non-hospital facilities and for ensuring facility compliance with its 
standards, policies, rules, procedures and guidelines and with the Bylaws. 

This policy addresses the requirements for the acquisition and installation of new fixed 
equipment or replacement of current fixed equipment in the operating/procedure room(s). 

Policy 

Non-hospital facilities are required to be in conformance with the Canadian Standards 
Association (CSA) Z8000 Canadian health care facilities standard, which includes clearance 
space requirements in the operating/procedure room(s).  

Fixed equipment in the operating/procedure rooms must have a minimum clearance space 
from any wall or any other fixed obstruction.   

Examples of fixed equipment include, but are not limited to: 

¶ surgical laser equipment  

¶ surgical boom 

¶ permanently installed fluoroscopic system 

Facilities are required to notify the NHMSFAP prior to acquiring and installing new fixed 
equipment or replacing existing fixed equipment in the operating/procedure room(s).
