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o significant past medical/surgical history 

o personal history, family history, and social history 

o screening tests/disease surveillance 

 A cumulative patient profile (CPP) is always expected. It is the expectation of the 
College that for a single visit, even for an acute concern, a physician would ask 
questions regarding past medical/surgical history, current medications, known 
allergies, and sometimes family and social history. Ideally these should already be 
present in the patient’s CPP and, if not, it is expected the physician would record 
these to provide assistance to the next health-care provider who sees the patient. 
The CPP will therefore be completed over time by the group of physicians 
providing care to the patient. For example, if a patient presents for a prescription 
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
